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Junior Leadership

BBQ Sales Instructions
Goal

Students will learn social responsibility, organization, and time management skills by planning a BBQ as a fundraiser for the charity of their choosing.

Step 1 BBQ Sales Preparation
· PICK UP roll of raffle tickets, BBQ Item Recording Sheets, BBQ Sales Recording Sheets, green Deposit Slip, plastic baggy, and float from the Finance Clerk in the office 10 minutes prior to BBQ
Step 2 BBQ Sales
· DEAL with one person at a time ONLY!

Combos
· COLLECT $2.50 from student wanting a hotdog/chip/drink combo

· RECORD each combo sale on BBQ Items Recording Sheet in the appropriate column
· GIVE buyer three raffle tickets (one per item purchased!)

Individual Sales

· COLLECT $1 from student wanting a single hotdog OR bag of chips OR drink

· RECORD each individual sale on BBQ Items Recording Sheet in the appropriate column
· GIVE buyer one raffle ticket per item purchased

Participating Leadership Student Consumption

· GIVE each participating Leadership Student tickets for desired items

· RECORD each combo or individual item consumed by Leadership Students in appropriate column on BBQ Items Recording Sheet

Step 3 After BBQ
· COUNT out the original float and leave it in the float box

· COUNT remaining money AND

· RECORD number and amount of each denomination on green Deposit Slip 

· RECORD total on BBQ Sales Recording Sheet (this will be a combined total of combo and individual sales)

· SEAL money in plastic baggy provided (can get from Finance Clerk)

· COUNT number of combos sold and RECORD on BBQ Sales Recording Sheet

· COUNT number of individual items sold and RECORD on BBQ Sales Recording Sheet

· INITIAL BBQ Sales Recording Sheet

· COUNT remaining inventory of hotdogs (even those cooked but not sold), buns, drinks, and chips

· RECORD remaining inventory on BBQ Items Recording Sheet

· COMPLETE all remaining columns on the BBQ Items Recording Sheet

· INITIAL BBQ Items Recording Sheet

· HAND IN the neatly organized float, the green Deposit Slip, the BBQ Items Recording Sheet, the BBQ Sales Recording Sheet, and the money collected to the Finance Clerk (politely wait in front or her desk until she is ready).
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
