Goal

Students will follow the steps below to create a neat, well-organized dance design project plan that will ensure the successful completion of their assigned design element.  Students will learn valuable time-management, conflict-resolution, and organization skills. 

General Instructions

Steps 1-6 are due one week after design areas are assigned.  Steps 7 and 8 are due one week after the dance.

Step 3 Design

Step 4 Timeline/List of Things to Do

Estimate the total number of work hours that will be required for thorough completion of your design.  In a table, use point-form to create a clear and concise chronological checklist of all the steps necessary to complete your design on time including the name of the team member that is responsible for each step.  

Keep in mind:

· all out of school supplies will not be bought until the weekend after your dance plans are due, so create your timeline accordingly

· All dance props should be completed by the TUESDAY before the dance.
