Romantic Rose Organization Instructions
Goal

Organize Romantic Rose messages so they can be delivered accurately and efficiently last period on Valentine’s Day.  Students will be promoting school spirit and learning social responsibility, organization, and time management skills by planning Valentine’s Day Rose Sales as a fundraising event for their chosen cause.

Step 1 Sign Up
· SIGN UP to do rose organization on the Leadership Website

Step 2 Student Lists

· Politely ASK the Student Records Clerk in the office to print the student list for the last block of the day for the day the roses are to be distributed
· SEPERATE the lists by grades (Romantic Rose Tags have the student's grade listed on them)

Step 3 Organize Romantic Rose Tags

· RETRIEVE the rose tags from the float box after sales are finished at 2:45 p.m. the day before the roses are to be distributed
· SORT the tags by grade

· FIND each rose recipient’s name on the grade list

· WRITE the rose recipient’s classroom number in the space provided on the rose tag
· PAPER CLIP rose tags together according to classroom # (this is necessary so rose deliverers are not interrupting the same classroom numerous times!)
· SORT groups of rose tags according to school wings (Upstairs, Shop/Art Wing, Downstairs Old Side, Downstairs New Wing, Gym/Library/any other odd areas)
· PLACE each school wing groupings in separate boxes

· COUNT the total number of rose tags in each box and RECORD that number on a piece of paper at the top of the pile

*Messages will not be attached to roses yet as roses will not arrive at the school until Valentine’s Day morning!  The message count tells tomorrow's distributors how many roses they need for their wing!
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
