III. Laboratory Safety and Conduct
Geology 12 is going to be held in a high school laboratory classroom. Because this is a science classroom, it is very important that everyone behaves properly for the main reason of safety. The following expectations are based on safety and mutual respect. 


A. Expectations

YOU ARE EXPECTED...

1. To pay careful attention to instructions given by your teacher and do only those procedures which he has instructed you to do.

3. Not to touch the teacher’s laboratory equipment or be around his bench without permission.

4. To be in class and in your assigned seat before the bell rings or you will be marked late.

5. To have all your books and stationary when you arrive in class. You should not have to leave to get these items once the bell has rung.

6. To be in your seat unless you have permission to do otherwise.

7. To raise your hand up and be called upon before you speak when have something to say.

8. Not to have any food or drink in the science classroom

9. Not to have any personal audio devices in the science classroom or they will be confiscated for the duration of the year

10. To be seated in your chairs at the end of class before you are dismissed.

* I am assuming most students are writing the provincial exam and I will be teaching to that level. Those who are not writing it will be evaluated on Term 1 and Term 2 marks being averaged equally. Note that two large exams will occur in both terms whether you write the provincial or not.

B. Final Examination

In order to achieve credit for the course, all students must write the final exam prepared by the Provincial Government. This exam counts for 40% of your final mark. 

V. Student Responsibility

As noted above, Geology 12 is a wide-ranging course of study. There are many demonstrations, lab assignments, visuals, and discussions, as well as several possible field trips to help you to understand the material covered. Classroom procedures are therefore structured to help you attain success.

A. Attendance

Attendance is highly important and is recorded for each class period. A written note must be provided the day you return to class.

1. If you are legitimately absent from a test or a lab, you should expect to write the make up test after school on a day agreed upon by you and your teacher. Unless you are sick or in the hospital with a doctor's note, you must write the make up test within one week.

2. If it is discovered that you had an unexcused absence (skip) from a test or lab, you will receive zero on that test or lab. Your teacher will call home when you are absent.

3. Absences from tests, labs and assignments due to vacations have a simple policy; they cannot be made up and you will receive zero. This is a choice you and your parents have to decide upon.

4. There will be announced and unannounced quizzes, or even completion marks given on any given day periodically throughout each term, which at times, if you are absent or late, they may not be made-up due to their nature (lab quizzes, homework or pop quizzes, participation etc.) 

B. Work Habits

You are Grade 12’s now. Therefore, mature work habits are necessary and expected when completing assignments in the class and for homework. Late assignments are penalized at 10% per day after collection, and will not be marked if not completed before the corrected work is returned to the class. If assignments are copied from another student(s), you can expect to receive zero on the assignment and perhaps an appointment with school administration. Furthermore, YOU are responsible for all work missed during your absence, so make sure you are up to date.

C. Organization

Try to keep your work organized on a regular basis. Use a 2 inch binder for class work. All written work submitted for marking MUST BE Neat and Legiable. A notebook check may be conducted each term. Therefore, all assignments should be complete and in order.

D. Lab Assignments and Field Trips

Labs assignments and field trips may be an integral part of this course. It is encouraged that you do not miss any of these because it may not be possible for you to do them at a later date. 

E. Miscellaneous

1. You must complete all work assigned even when you were absent. It is your responsibility to catch up as soon as possible.
