Assignment Due Dates
Note:  The “Due Dates” that are listed are the dates that work will be expected to be handed in for marks.  All assignments are considered due 1/2 hour before the end of class on that due date.  All assignments are sequential and must be completed in order.  Assignments are often dependent on previous assignments, so students will need to have completed all work. All work must be their own.  Late assignments will be deducted 10% per school day.  Students that enter the class late or are absent for extended periods of time, will be expected to make up missed time on their own and hand in assignments on the due dates listed. 
Note: If a deadline is missed students will be given a detention at lunch time till their work is complete.

 Students are advised to work ahead and hand in assignments before due date to prevent being penalized because of unforeseen circumstances.  No exceptions will be given on due dates in fairness to all students.

All assignments must be saved with the proper file name or it will not be marked.  Improperly named files will be considered late until they are handed in with correct file name.   Eg. Ex2_your last name_first initial.  Keep folders organized and separate folders for different projects.  Keeping folders organized will become very important as we work with software dependant on file linking.
Remember to back up all work!!!  It is a common occurrence for students to lose their work, either they lose a flash drive or the network deletes their work.  It is the student’s responsibility to make sure they have work saved in more than one place.  Exemption will not be given for lost work even if work is lost due to school network failure. When students hand in work they must keep a copy for their own file.
