Welcome to Advanced Drafting Extended Day
In this course we will build on skills learned in Level I and Level II.  The extended day allows us to offer a unique opportunity for students to expand on what they have learned in drafting and now create objects they have designed on the CNC (computer numerical control) machines in the wood shop.   
Course Structure: This course will run the entire year for the total of 120 hours of required instruction.

Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday:  Lunch time. (Room 305)
